Rehabilitation
Psychology began in the immediate era of World
War I1, in part treating returning military service
members, and today continues providing
important services to our military and veterans.

In addition, there are increasing needs for
Rehabilitation Psychologists to help persons with
disability and chronic health conditions maintain
independent living, and to help injured workers return
to work Rehabilitation Psychologists also conduct
important research on person-relevant outcome
measurement in health care, how to maximize
individuals’ self-care and prevent secondary
complications, factors related to employment, use of
assistive technology, and disability-related public
policy. Happy Birthday, Division 22!

In this last Newsletter column, I’d like to report on the
state of my Presidential Initiatives for 2007-2008.

I initially identified two main goals for myself this
year:

(1) Develop education and training resources in the
field of Rehabilitation Psychology, leading to a
consensus conference for defining a education and
training model and developing a set of guidelines for
specialty preparation in this area.

(2) Develop increased collaboration with VA and
military health-care providers to enhance the role of
Rehabilitation Psychology for active duty service
members and veterans.

In regard to education and training, as you may
know, I have served as Chair of the Division 22
Education and Training Committee for a number of
years, and these issues have been a focus of my
work. I completed a survey (in press) which
identified all psychology internship and post-
doctoral training sites in the United States which
involved Rehabilitation Psychology related to
physical disability. There were 117 such training
sites, and I was able to collect extensive data from 94
of them (80%). These data describe the structures,
processes, and outcomes of Rehabilitation
Psychology training. This survey led to a number of
important conclusions:

(1) Many psychology trainees and their supervisors
are providing clinical services to rehabilitation
patient populations on a part-time basis, and without
faculty specialization in Rehabilitation Psychology —
many patients seen by psychologists in rehabilitation
settings, and many rehabilitation teams, did not
benefit from the involvement of psychologists
specializing in Rehabilitation Psychology

(2) There are significant numbers of VA patients
receiving rehabilitation services, but training sites
specializing in Rehabilitation Psychology are not
usually found within VA facilities. This relative lack
of Rehabilitation Psychology training sites within the
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VA limits the availability of these specialty services
to many patients and treatment teams who could
benefit from them, and the development of such
training sites in the VA should be a critical priority

(3) Many Rehabilitation Psychology training sites
do not have sufficient resources to develop curricular
materials and program evaluation tools, and the field
would benefit from the development and availability
of such

(4)Few post-doctoral trainees in rehabilitation
settings proceed to board certification within 5 years,
and this is most often ABCN, with fewer ABRP. This
may be related to several factors. First, it may be that
the existence of a clear set of training pathways and
guidelines for Neuropsychology which have been
widely accepted within the specialty, and the lack of
training pathways and guidelines with such clarity and
acceptance within Rehabilitation Psychology, results in
psychologists more often seeking board certification in
one rather than the other. Second, it may be that the
clear and accepted training pathways and guidelines
within Neuropsychology result in greater professional
and public awareness of the specialty, and this results
in increased employment opportunities. Third, it may
be that Rehabilitation Psychology has not been as
successful in establishing and communicating a clearly
defined concept of the specialty, and that this has
hindered the development of training programs, board
certification rates, and job opportunities. Overall, it
appears that Rehabilitation Psychology could benefit
from the development of a clear set of training
pathways and guidelines, similar in form to those
developed for Neuropsychology from the Houston
Conference.

My goal in the next year is to have a consensus
conference on education and training in Rehabilitation
Psychology, and to get final approval of the new
Guidelines for Post-Doctoral Training in Rehabilitation
Psychology Clinical Practice.

In regard to VA and military collaboration:

(1) Drs. Kate Brown (DoD) and Lisa Brenner (VA)
have graciously chaired a Division 22 Military/
Veterans (OIF/OEF) Task Force, along with many other
Division 22 DoD and VA members, which has:

(a) distributed information about the Task Force,
and about OIF/OEF/polytrauma topics to the attendees
at the Tucson mid-year Rehabilitation Psychology
Conference

(b) collected survey information from attendees at
the Tucson mid-year Rehabilitation Psychology
Conference about their current resources and needs for
responding to OIF/OEF/polytrauma topics
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(c) developed and had accepted an OIF/OEF/
polytrauma symposium at the up-coming APA
Convention in Boston

(d) developed OIF/OEF/polytrauma information
packets and feedback from the Tucson survey for
attendees at the APA Convention in Boston

(e) worked with an Interdivisional Task Force to
develop a list of speakers on OIF/OEF/polytrauma
topics by geographical region
(2) Dr. Jay Uomoto was nominated by Division 22 and
appointed to APA (Past-) President Sharon Brehm’s
Task Force on the Psychological Needs of U.S.
Military Service Members and Their Families
(3) I met with VA, DoD, State, Division, and APA
leaders in Washington, D.C. in December to participate
in the APA-Assisted Education and Training Initiative
to Provide Psychological Care for Returning Military
Service Members and Their Families. During this
meeting, Dr. Antonette Zeiss, who is the top
psychologist in the VA, asked for some information
and resources from Division 22 in regard to women
with disabilities, treatment outcome measurement,
especially social participation (such as is being
developed by Allen Heineman at RIC), and rehab
psychology bibliography/resources in regard to limb
loss, SIC, and TBI. We are working to provide these.
(4) We are planning to present information about
Rehabilitation Psychology, and its relevance to military
service members and veterans, as well as the
importance of Rehabilitation Psychology training
programs, to VA psychology leaders, leaders in the VA
polytrauma system of care, and the Center for
Deployment Psychology.

(5) We are looking to increase interactions with APA
Division 18 (Psychologists in Public Service, which
includes the VA) and Division 19 (Society for
Military Psychology).
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With the approval of the new Division President, the
Task Force will continue work in these areas in the
coming year.

Our incoming President is Chuck Callahan, PhD,
MBA., ABPP (Rp), who has previously served as
Division 22 Treasurer, and Chair of the Division 22
Outcomes Measurement Special Interest Group.

Dr. Callahan served as a Rehabilitation Psychology
service provider, advanced to being hospital
administrator of neuromuscular, orthopedic and
emergency services, and has now been named hospital
vice-president of operations at Memorial Medical Center
in Springfield, Illinois. We will be well-served by Dr.
Callahan’s multiple areas of expertise, and his
friendliness and hard work.

We hope to see you in Boston for the APA Convention,
where Division 22 will present 14 hours of program
presentations, have Section and Committee meetings,
have a Rehabilitation Psychology social hour as well as
a social hour in collaboration with Division 40
(Neuropsychology), and have opportunities for
networking with colleagues.

The first national conference on evidenced based practices and ethnic minorities was held in Bethesda, Maryland March 13
and 14. The conference entitled Culturally Informed Evidence Based Practices: Translating Research and Policy for the Real
World was the first attempt to bring scientists, policy makers and practitioners together to examine a board set of issues and
challenges. The first day focused on methodological and research issues in developing evidence with these populations that
are linguistically and culturally appropriate and efficacious. While traditional research models have helped to develop some
theoretical paradigms in the field, when applied to real settings many times the efficacy is reduced or nonexistent for various
reasons. It takes about 17 years for research findings to get translated into practice according to Dr. Clark the conference
keynote speaker and Director of the Center for Substance Abuse Treatment of SAMSHA. Having research efforts brought
into the field through collaborations as in program evaluation may speed up this process of translation and through its
implementation incorporate the challenges of practice in the research methods. The second day of the conference focused on
specific examples on how research can use collaborative models in their approach for developing efficacious interventions
with ethnic minorities. Research efforts for different ethnic groups were presented in the plenary session as well as breakout
session that focused on specific evidence based practices for ethnic minorities in great depth.

There were over 200 persons attending the conference that included federal NIH workers, APA members, scientists, directors
of intervention programs and graduate students. Over 30 presenters were invited to share their expertise in generating data
for efficacious interventions with ethnic minorities. The focus of the conference had five themes.

1) Asking the right question in research and practice - How do we know evidence based practices apply to various ethnic
minority groups? What are the complications involved in generating evidence for ethnic minority groups and within these
groups across the age span?

2) Transfer of Training Models: Do adaptations work? What are the strengths and weaknesses in using this approach? Are
the assumptions generalizable to different cultural/age groups?

3) Proper Assessments: Are current assessment strategies valid and appropriate for ethnic minorities? How do we match
treatment with diagnosis?

4) From Practice-Based Evidence to Evidence-Based Practice: How do we best capture and investigate interventions that
were created from the ground up? How do researchers and service providers link up to empirically test practices that appear
qualitatively effective? What procedures and strategies are needed to maintain fidelity when conducting interventions that are
generated from the ground up? What theories and conceptual models can be generated to capture and elucidate the change
processes that are operant in the new, effective approaches that may be developed?

5) Is Policy Jumping the Gun: What are the consequences of establishing policy without evidence of effectiveness with
ethnic minority populations?

What are the current problems and struggles in implementing evidence-based practices and current policies? What are the
needs for moving ahead in creating more evidence based practices for ethnic minorities? For example, targeting funding for
increasing research in this area, providing technical assistance to existing programs to develop the ground up efforts, having
clinical trial studies with ethnic minority populations, and addressing the issues of retention with hard-to-reach populations
when conducting longitudinal designs may be some of the priorities needed in the field. Some of the workshop topics
included: Measurement and Conceptual Approaches to Ethnically Diverse Populations, Depression and Affective Disorders:
Diagnosis and Treatment, Family Interventions, Multicultural Assessment, Interventions with Children, Doing Evidence
Based Practices with Ethnic Minority Populations in Community-Based Addiction Treatment, Ethical and Culturally
Congruent Research and Interventions with Communities and IRB in Community Settings, and Incorporating Qualitative
Research Methods into Clinical Research with Diverse Populations.

This conference was historic in that it had 25 APA Divisions the largest number of ever sponsoring a conference aside from
the APA annual national conference. APA Divisions 45, 17,42, 12, and 37 were the organizing Divisions of this conference.
This group led by Division 45 was convened as a Task Force on April 28, 2006 to plan such a conference and seek out
resources for funding. Funding was obtained through grants from SAMSHA, NIMH, the sponsoring APA Divisions, and the
sponsoring psychological organizations. Sponsors of the conference were the National Latino Psychological Association,
Asian American Psychological Association, American Psychological Association, Div 12 Section 6, the Clinical Psychology
of Ethnic Minorities, Alliant International University who provided CE for this conference, and the Asian American Center
on Disparities Research of UC Davis. The additional APA Divisions sponsoring were: Divisions 13, 15, 18, 20, 22, 27, 28,
29, 35, 38, 39, 40, 43, 44, 48, 50, 51, 53, 54, and 56.

The conference committee is planning on getting the presentations published in a special journal issue, monographs, and
books. The power point presentations of the conference presenters and the conference agenda are located now on the web at:
http://psychology.ucdavis.edu/aacdr/ciebp08.html. The conference was dedicated to A. Toy Caldwell-Colbert, Ph.D. who
held launch this conference and was instrumental in the advancing the issues of psychology and ethnic minorities in her
career and her leadership of many organizations.

Dr. Caldwell-Colbert lost her battle with cancer and passed away on March 12, 2008 the day before the conference.
